Using children’s literature in ELT

I will expect papers to combine methodology and literary studies and to suggest ways of effectively implementing children’s literature texts in language learning. Papers can concentrate either on a particular author/texts or on developing of a particular skill using a variety of authors/texts, or on particular method (as for example project method). Diploma papers only.

Using domestic story (set in a historical era) for teaching cultural studies – I expect the paper to analyze the certain type of domestic stories (such as those written by Laura Ingalls Wilder or the series by various authors called The American Girl) and to discuss their potential for teaching cultural studies/history. The paper can be more methodological in focus or more literary.

Issues of Identity and Otherness in The Jungle Book and The Graveyard Book – The contemporary critically acclaimed novel The Graveyard Book refers in its title to the classic The Jungle Book and shares with it some themes. I expect the paper to analyze and compare the two novels.

Adventure story – I accept suggestions for papers discussing and analyzing the genre of adventure story (text/s and author/s  of student’s choice) either from strictly literary point of view or with ELT methodology in mind, too.

Identity in British Literature and Society

Students are to hand in proposals dealing with an exploration of any identity (regional, national, ethnic, gender etc.) in British society (either contemporary or in a clearly defined historical period) and its reflection compared in at least two selected works of literature or art (film, visual arts etc.)

Regional Writing
Students are to hand in proposals examining the particularities of selected regional writing illustrating it by analysing at least two representative works of literature. 

Subcultures in Britain

Students are welcomed to explore the general notion of resistance through ritual and reflect on a particular subculture within the British cultural environment.

The Role of Landscape in British Literature
Students are to hand in proposals examining the understanding of landscape, its aesthetics (changing in various historical periods), its different functions in literature (typical setting, influence on the behaviour of characters etc.)
