Regarding International Sanctions Imposed by the European Union on Russia and Belarus in Connection with Russian Aggression on Ukrainian Territory

The supplier hereby declares that they do not trade in sanctioned goods located in Russia or Belarus, or originating from Russia or Belarus, and do not offer such goods in connection with the performance of public contracts.
